● Maryland: Anne Arundel, Calvert,
Charles, Frederick, Howard,
Montgomery, Prince George’s and 
St. Mary’s Counties

● Virginia: Alexandria, Falls Church,
Manassas and Manassas Park,
Arlington, Fairfax, Fauquier,
Loudoun, Prince William and
Stafford Counties.

Nominees must be full-time teachers
(including itinerants) in grades pre-kinder-
garten through 12 in an accredited school
in one of the above jurisdictions. Each
nominee must have a minimum of three
years teaching experience in the school or
school system in which he or she is 
currently serving. 
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
